Moreover, Barry completed a three-year term as Chair of Cary's Sister Cities Program in 2002. And he published a presentation skills handbook for executives, titled “Mind Over Mutter.”

DJ and Barry balance their many activities while being very active in their two children’s lives through youth sports, classroom activities, and family outings.
